The ARB would like to thank
everyone for their cooperation in
maintaining their properties and
remind everyone:

An application needs to be sub-
mitted before starting construction of
your project, e.g. roof, storage build-
ing, or fence.

Trailers, boats, etc. are to be
parked in the back yard, not the front
or the side of the house.

Trash (tree limbs, shrubbery cut-
tings, old carpet, appliances, etc.)
should not be placed on the roadside
or in the front yard or in the driveway.

The trash company will not pick up
this trash without a special call to
them.

Finally, please maintain your yard,
i.e. cut the grass, trim shrubbery,
remove dirt piles, etc.  

Remember, maintaining our prop-
erty, improves our property value,
which benefits us all.  Applications for
projects should be submitted at least
2 weeks in advance to the ARB and
should be submitted to P. O. Box
640010, Pike Road, AL 36064.

Signs advertising a home for sale,
yard sale, and the like posted at both
entrances of the neighborhood should
be placed on the opposite side of the
road from the Bridle Brook Farms sign,
nearest the Stop sign. Should these
signs not be posted on the proper side
of the road, they will be removed. 

On Sundays, signs advertising an
Open House will be allowed to be
placed on the Bridlle Brook Farms sign
side of the road only through the time of
the Open House. Once the Open House
has ended, the sign advertising the
Open House is to be removed. 

All signs must be professionally done
and not more than one square foot. In
the event of advertising property during
construction and sale period, one sign of
not more than five square feet of adver-
tising shall be allowed (Plat Restriction
#13).
