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Understanding your plat restrictions
can save you money in the long run

The HOA meeting held in late January was most enlight-
ening to those in attendance. Some people had issues with
the HOA, some of us had issues with our neighbors, but one
central theme was constant: we all love our neighborhood
and want it to be the best it can be. This truly is a great place
to live and having said that: there are lots of things that go
on in our lives that we as neighbors can help each other
with. Whether it is cutting up a fallen tree in someone’s yard,
or baking a casserole when someone has surgery or a
death in their family, we can all make a difference in the lives
of our neighbors and ultimately make our neighborhood a
better place to live.

Based on many discussions amongst the Board of
Directors and many discussions with residents, the Board
has put together a list of items that have come up recently
and thought we might take this opportunity to clear up some
“gray areas”. Please know that we are truly interested in
doing what is best for everyone and in making this an even
friendlier place to live and raise our children. It is hard to
please everyone, but we do our best to follow the restric-
tions we were given to work with.

HOA DUES: These will be due between January 1st and
Jan 31st from now until further notice. Those paying in
installments will then pay their second installment between
July 1st and July 31st. Late fees of $50 are assessed for fif-
teen days after the deadline and then all outstanding pay-
ments will then be turned over to the attorneys.

A couple of things to remember: if you are currently rent-
ing the home you live in, it is your responsibility to notify the
HOA in writing (e-mail will suffice) and let us contact the
actual owner so that we can make sure they receive all com-
munications that they will need. If you own a home and
decide to rent it out, then it is your responsibility to notify the
Board of your new contact information (mailing address, e-
mail and telephone number please). Think of it like this, if
you are renting your house and live out of state, wouldn’t
you like us to be able to notify you if your property is not
being taken care of properly? There have been late fees
assessed this year to homeowners who moved out and we
had no current contact information or didn’t even know they
had moved out and were renting. We will make every effort
to contact you based on the information you give us.

Now for some “ARB business” that has had a number of
people upset, either because they were in violation or
because their neighbor was in violation and they were grow-
ing more and more frustrated that the neighbor was not
complying with the plat restrictions.

A big issue these days are Trailers, ATVs, RVs and
boats. These are not allowed to be kept in driveways for
more than 24 hours and never on the streets. We under-
stand that some residents use trailers for their businesses
and these are acceptable as long as it does not sit in a vis-
ible area for more than 24 hours. When you are not working
for more than 24 hours at a time, please leave these trailers
parked behind your fence. RV’s, motor homes or campers
of any kind are not allowed to be kept at your home if they
can be seen from any adjacent street or property. The plat
restrictions read that if it can be seen from the street by
ANYONE it has to be moved. There will be times that
allowances will be made for those people that need a cou-
ple of days to clean/repair and get ready for a trip out of
town. This is understandable and the Board is happy to work
with you on this, but to avoid any confusion, please notify
the ARB Committee by emailing arbcommittee @ mybridle-
brook.com to let them know when your RV will be in your
yard. Once the ARB is notified, you will be given a response
and terms as to the period of time it can stay on your prop-
erty. This period of time will be the same for everyone. If the
terms are violated, the agreement is cancelled and it will be
turned over to the attorney and handled accordingly with
you being held responsible for all legal fees. This is clearly
in the restrictions and has been a very hot topic in recent
months.

The fact is that having driveways full of vehicles, trailers,
boats, trash, etc has proven to be unappealing to potential
homebuyers. There are a number of houses up for sale in
the neighborhood and the people who are selling them may
need to sell them quickly and that’s hard to do when a neigh-
boring home will not abide by the rules that have been in
place since the inception of the subdivision. The majority of
home owners here moved here specifically because of the
plat restrictions and many have expressed disappointment
that they haven’t been fully enforced in recent times.
