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New plans of action for ARB infractions
Just like any neighborhood, things

don’t always run as smoothly as we’d

like. One recurring problem throughout

the years of Bridle Brook Farms has

been the general lack of knowledge

about the Plat Restrictions that the
neighborhood has to enforce. When

you purchased your home here, you

signed a number of documents and

one of those were the Plat Restrictions

which spell out the rules of how you are

to keep up your property as well as

what can and cannot be done on your

property. 

With summer here, the ARB

Committee will be hitting the streets of

Bridle Brook and checking on every
property in the neighborhood to make

sure the covenants in the Plat
Restrictions are being followed. If they

spot an infraction, you will be given a

courtesy call asking when the infraction
can be corrected and your property will

be re-checked on that date. If the

infraction has not been corrected, you

will receive a letter from the ARB as a

final warning with another date to cor-

rect the infraction. If at that time the

infraction has not been corrected, you

will be turned over to the HOA’s attor-

neys which gets very costly with attor-
ney fees, court costs, etc. Recent vio-

lations have cost an average of $1,100

in attorney fees alone to home owners.

While this may seem harsh to some

people, the majority of our neighbor-

hood’s residents chose to live out in

Bridle Brook because of its country

charm and the fact that the Plat

Restrictions gave them a comfort that

the neighborhood would remain

charming and endearing to the eye. It

is difficult for a small group of volun-

teers to monitor the entire neighbor-
hood on a continuous basis, but the

ARB has always done the best job pos-

sible under the circumstances.   

Please take the time to familarize

yourself with the Plat Restrictions, fol-

low them, and you’ll not only save

yourself an economic heartache, but

Bridle Brook will be a better place for it!
