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Home Owners Dues to be raised in January 2009

After several months of deliberation, the Bridle Brook
Home Owners Association Board of Directors has decided
on the new amount for Home Owners Dues effective
January 2009.

The new figure will be $250 per household per year.
Various figures were unveiled at the Annual HOA Meeting
on July 24th with no resistance met from the homeowners
in attendance. Everyone was in agreement that in order for
Bridle Brook to progress forward, raising the dues was a
necessity. And after a special Board meeting in August, the
final figure was determined as the amount needed to keep
Bridle Brook running smoothly.

“People have to remember that when Watts Homes
was in control of the Home Owners Association, they had
deep pockets in which to help fund the neighborhood,” said
Patrick Hancock, Treasurer for the HOA. “Those days are
long behind us and the burden rests solely on the home
owners’ shoulders now to keep the neighborhood running.”

One of the major expenses that Bridle Brook has are
the monthly bills from Alabama Power. On average, Bridle
Brook pays over $2,000 per month for street lights plus the
electricity needed at the common areas and front signs.

And as any homeowner can tell you ... power bills are
beginning to climb for everyone.

In order to combat rising costs, it is essential that Bridle
Brook has a reserve fund built up in case of emergency
and economic upswings. The rise in Home Owners dues

Young Pointe $180/year (no pool or amenities)

will help greatly in the building of that reserve.

While there are several projects that residents have
proposed for the neighborhood, the Reserve Fund is the
number one priority of the Board of Directors. Next in line
is the long overdue raizing of the island in the lake near
the bridge on Stableway. An eyesore for several years, the
island is also a detriment to the growth of the lake. One of
the plans is to remove the island from its current spot and
move the dirt closer to the pool/playground area and have
it transformed into a pier of sorts that people could walk
out on and fish from.

The raise in dues will also fund a professional property
management team that will be able to take care of the day-
to-day tasks needed to keep Bridle Brook running smooth-
ly. In the past, this position has been filled by volunteers
but the amount of work required made it an overwhelming
position for part-time volunteers, thus the move to hire an
employee.

Another project is to finish the driveway at the club-
house. On a particularly windy day, having a gravel parking
lot next to the pool tends to send a lot of dust, dirt and
debris into the pool every time a car pulls into the parking
lot.

The Board has decided that dues can be paid in two
semi-annual payments of $125 with the first being due in
the month of January and the second in the month of July.
